Anju gave us a copy of “Good Health for All”  strategy booklet. (there is an easy read version at the end of it). It was launched last month at the Guildhall in Winchester. It reminds us what we have to do to make sure that people with a learning disability get the health services they need.  

Item 4 – Event to Milton Keynes in March 

Stephen Hull and Jeremy Hatcher told us about their two day trip to Milton Keynes. Stephen enjoyed meeting other people, and listen to their views on health and housing. Stephen also liked the Oxford Partnership Board and their presentation.  Jeremy liked the Co-Chair of the Isle of Wight, Scott who is getting married (they are planning their wedding). Jeremy said that he  would like to improve employment and work closely with health.  Jeremy also said that he is currently working with the doctors and nurses at the QA in Portsmouth on how to improve things for people with a learning disability.  


Item 5 – David Barry – update on unregulated homes in the South East Hampshire

David is responsible for some homes in the South East and some in the North of Hampshire. He wants to make these services better. Service Users can say what they think and the Health Care Commission will inspect the services and say what they think. There will be a workshop for service users called “How we might plan for service users to review their services”. David is finding out more about what service users really want and need.
