	1. Welcome    
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	Amanda welcomed everyone to the meeting which is the last one before the group splits.  She explained to everyone what we should do if the fire alarm rang.

	2.   Notes from the last meeting
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	Amanda told us that other groups had given very similar feedback on HCC Learning Disability as we had.
Carole asked how much the travel rate will be.  Amanda hopes to be able to confirm this after her meeting tomorrow. 
Amanda had asked about training for Sally.  She was told it should be provided by HCC as part of her job.  LIG should not have to pay for this.  

We agreed the notes from the last meeting were correct.  

	3. Speaker at September LIG
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	Jane Kellett from the Green Light Toolkit project will speak at the September meeting of the new Basingstoke/Hart/Rushmoor LIG.  Amanda would like to hear how people manage to get help when they have mental health problems.  A survey was done 3 years ago when 7 people were asked.  5 of these people said it caused them more anxiety when they had meetings.  They worried about who they would be meeting.  Times of meetings etc.  
Joanne read out some comments from the group she attends.  The comments were generally positive, but people wanted easy to read information about what they had discussed so they could remember.  She will share these again at the September meeting when Jane is there.

Bernard mentioned that in his experience the activities once available are now not provided.  

Ken asked what the take up was on Self Directed Support.  Amanda did not know.  He asked if Self Directed Support would affect Day Services.  Sally explained that clients could buy into the services offered by them.  Amanda will try and get a speaker to come to the Basingstoke/Hart/Rushmoor LIG to talk about SDS.  It was mentioned that Andover Mencap have a man whose daughter has been on SDS for a year.  He would possibly be able to give advice on what worked for them and what did not work.  There are also others on the Valuing People website. People asked if someone on the Basingstoke project would visit to talk to us.  Amanda will see what she can arrange for the December meeting.  

Ken asked what Care Managers are?  He has problems tracking one down for his son.  He wonders how they are going to be able to assist with SDS if they are not available?  

Bernard has had a letter to say he would have a meeting to explain SDS.  He has never heard anything more.  

	4. LIG events
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	Housing Event – Although this LIG will split into two, money will still be available for the East Hants and Havant group to run this event.  Andy told us that the poster is almost ready.  The event will take place on 29 September at Bordon Community Centre.  Sally has booked the room and the catering. Carole read out details of a presentation she heard about safeguarding adults at a recent Partnership Board meeting.

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	6.  LIG areas
